The Church of the Nazarene works to support refugees
and immigrants through education for children, assistance for persecuted
Christians, emergency relief for families in crisis, and support for families who
have been resettled. The Church also works with compassionate ministry centers

that are providing legal assistance for people seeking a path to citizenship.
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Gender inequality is both a contributor to, and a reflection of,
poverty all over the world. The Church of the Nazarene partners

with local churches around the world to support women and their

families through self-help and savings groups, small business
creation, vocational training, small-scale farming, and literacy education. These
and other programs help create an environment for women and girls to see
themselves as valuable, capable, and equal persons made in the image of God. In an
effort to create new opportunities for future generations, the Church also works
with schools and child development centers to establish opportunities for girls to
receive a good education, life skills training, and spiritual guidance, particularly
